Organized into a society of believers, 
for the purpose of combining and diffusing their 
influence, they are to work as Christ worked. They are 
ever to show courtesy and respect for one another. Every 
talent has its place, and is to be kept under the control of 
the Holy Spirit. – {MR311 52.2}
